Hundreds more were injured in the pileup, and most of the victims were in their 20s and 30s. Several teenagers were also among those killed. With the streets heavily congested, getting emergency aid to the victims became nearly impossible. As South Korean President Yoon Suk Yeol declared a national week of mourning, families and friends began searching for loved ones and many more were already dealing with the worst news possible.
Medical assistance is already on the scene in Seoul, but the suffering will be long term. Hundreds of injured, friends and families of victims, and many more will continue to be traumatized by the horrific events of the night. They will need counselling and support as they try to cope with the magnitude of the losses they have suffered. We can respond by supporting organizations in Korea who are helping to ease the pain and suffering of those affected by this tragedy.
